The Changing Competitiveness Landscape among Emerging Economies: The Role of China and India

Abstract

Much of the debate on globalisation in recent years has focused on the changing competitiveness of emerging economies vis-à-vis the advanced economies. But what about the changing competitive balance among the major emerging economies themselves?  In this talk, the complexity of the competitiveness issue is approached from the perspectives of productivity, technological changes and unit labour cost. The focus will be primarily on the economies of China and India, but the two countries are analyzed in global perspective, making extensive use of the University of Groningen & The Conference Board’s data sources on global economic performance.
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
